Description of Project :

The STF Committee has allocated as a recurring expense an allotment of $22,800 for
student printing expenses. Over the years, expenses have increased, while the allocation
has remained static. For instance, paper has increased by 30% in the last year. Similar
increases affect print maintenance kits, toner supplies, and the OCS Print Management
System that we deploy for student print management. Although the students pay for
printing once they have exceeded their semester allotment, the payments they make are
still subsidized and do not represent the full extent of the printing expenses. In addition,
expansion of supported facilities, such as the Math and Science Lab (4300N), and the
requisite printer maintenance has increased costs.

This proposal represents a request to increase the allocation from the current level to
$40,000 in order to provide optimal service and to balance the accounts.

Description of Project :

Overview. Graduate students make up an increasing percentage of those enrolled at John
Jay College. The College currently enrolls 1,975 graduate students. The Graduate
Teaching Computer Classroom/Lab in 436T and the Graduate Student Center and Lab in
410T are the facilities most utilized by graduate students. Funding from the Student
Technology Fee is instrumental in keeping these facilities open and running smoothly.
This proposal includes the following elements:

- Funding for Lab Assistants for OPEN LAB hours [9:30 am to 2:00 pm];
- Partial funding for a Lab Coordinator for the two fourth floor labs at 899 Tenth Avenue;
- Lab supplies - toner, staples and paper

Rationale.

Lab Assistants. Funding for lab assistants makes it possible to keep the facility in 436T
open to all users. Until this year, the lab monitors in 410T have been students
compensated through Federal Work Study. Graduate Studies seeks continued funding for
the 436T facility and initial funding for 410T. Lab assistants ensure a quiet environment
suitable for study, keep lab supplies available, alert ITSS quickly to any problems, and
can resolve many anxious moments for students with software problems. Students are
grateful for the presence of lab assistants.

Lab Coordinator. Faculty from many departments that do not have their own labs ask to
teach one or more classes in 436T. Often, they need assistance before the class to make
data files available for class and, during class, to work with the projector and assist
students. A weekly schedule must be prepared and student assistants provided as
necessary. The hours and performance of the Lab Assistants must be supervised. The
Office of Graduate Studies requests 50% of the funding for the fourth floor Lab
Coordinator.

All requests for increased support for students and for additional funding for the Lab
Coordinator will make the graduate computer facilities more efficacious for graduate
students and faculty.
